
Quilts
Every camper bed at Victory Junction is covered in a hand-made quilt.
*	 The quilts should be patchwork quilts that are made from cotton or flannelette.
*	 The quilts should be twin sized or approximately 60 inches by 80 inches.
*	 The quilts should be machine washable.

Afghans
Each camper at Victory Junction gets to take home a hand-made afghan as a  
souvenir from camp.
*	 The afghans should be knitted or crocheted with bright, cheerful colors!   

Our camper unit colors are blue, green, yellow and red and are great choices for afghans!
*	 The afghans should be 35-40 inches wide by 45-50 inches long.

Hand-made Teddy Bears
In addition to an afghan, each camper will also receive a hand-made camp teddy bear.
*	 The bears should be approximately 17 inches in height.
*	 The bears should be made of black and white checkered or gingham fabric.
*	 We have a standard pattern so that all of the bears are consistent in size and type.
